Burning Guidelines

Please follow the guidelines
for backyard burning:

I Burn piles shall be no lar-
ger than 3x3x3 feet

{  The fire shall be at least 50
ft. from buildings or dune
grass, and at least 500 ft.
from forest slash.

I Burning shall be conducted
during daylight hours only.

9 If the fire creates a nui-
sance and/or health hazard,
it must be extinguished.

{  The fire must be in a safe
location, which is fee from
debris and combustible
material.

I The fire may only be lit on
calm days (little or no wind)

I  Someone capable of extin-
guishing the fire must be in
attendance at all times,
with a shovel and sufficient
water available. The fire
must be extinguished be-
fore leaving it.

Containers used for outdoor
burning must be brick or
concrete: steel burn bar-
rels may not be used

2010.
