whistle; map. Sanitation ; Toilet pa-

per, soap, liquid detergent, plastic 

garbage bags, plastic bucket with 

tight lid; chorine bleach, personal hy-

giene items Clothing and Bedding: 

At least one complete change of cloth-

ing and footwear per person; sturdy 

shoes or work boots; rain gear; blan-

kets or sleeping bags; coat, hat and 

gloves; thermal underwear; sun-

glasses. Medications: Keep an extra 

supply of prescription and non -

prescription medications on hand. 

Important Family Documents: 

Keep these in a waterproof, portable 

container.  

 1. Find out what disasters could hap-

pen to you.  

 2.  Create a disaster plan.  

 3. Put your plan into action.  

 4. Practice and maintain your plan.  

There are some basics you should 

stock in your home: water, food, first 

aid, clothing and bedding, tools and 

emergency supplies and any special 

items  you require.  Water : store one 

gallon of water for every per person 

per day. Have purifying agents avail-

able. Food : Store at least a three -day
